                        BEYOND REASONABLE DOUBT

 Now the King of Syria was making war against Israel; and he consulted with his servants, saying, “My camp will be in such and such a place.” And the man of God sent to the king of Israel, saying, “Beware that you do not pass this place, for the Syrians are coming down there.” Then the king of Israel sent  someone to the place of which the man of God had told him. Thus he warned him, and he was watchful there, not just once or twice. Therefore the heart of the king of Syria was greatly troubled by this thing; and he called his servants and said to them, “Will you not show me which of us is for the king of Israel?” And one of his servants said, “None, my lord, O king; but Elisha, the prophet who is in Israel, tells the king of Israel the words that you speak in your bedroom.” So he said, “Go and see where he is, that I may send and get him.” And it was told him, saying, “Surely he is in Dothan.” Therefore he sent horses and chariots and a great army there, and they came by night and surrounded the city. And when the servant of the man of God arose early and went out, there was an army, surrounding the city with horses and chariots. And his servant said to him, “Alas, my master! What shall we do?” So he answered, “Do not fear, for those who are with us are more than those who are with them.”
And Elisha prayed, and said, “Lord, I pray, open his eyes that he may see,” Then the Lord opened the eyes of the young man, and he saw. And behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire all around Elisha. So when the Syrians came down to him, Elisha prayed to the Lord and said, “Strike these people I pray with blindness.” And He struck them with blindness according to the word of Elisha. Now Elisha said to them, “This is not the way, nor is this the city. Follow me, and I will bring you to the man whom you seek.” But he led them to Samaria. So it was, when they had come to Samaria, that Elisha said, “Lord, open the eyes of these men that they may see.” And the Lord opened their eyes, and they saw, and there they were, inside Samaria (2Kings6:8-21)
Beyond reasonable doubt, God can never allow His children to suffer, Jesus is Lord. Enemies may be advancing in chariots and horses, in mechanism and technologies, but I know that those who are with us are more than who are with them. All those you think have power over your life, have no power over your life, only because you do not know what they are facing; they are facing fire. We are going to win this battle in the name of Jesus Christ. Every power tormenting you, blocking your journey, every power that says you will not serve God, disturbing you in living your life in the way of holiness shall be arrested in the name of Jesus Christ. When the disciples were in Damascus, they did not know that Saul was coming to arrest them, but God did not allow Saul to get to Damascus before He arrested him. You will have peace and God will make this year as your problem free year in the name of Jesus Christ.
What is making you to be afraid does not move God. Those who are harassing you have no power over your life; your life is hidden in Christ and Christ with God. What you are going through might be disturbing you but ‘for I know the thoughts that I think toward you, says the Lord, thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope’ (Jer 29:11). You shall not go back to the world in the name of Jesus Christ; in the world there is failure, disaster, disease, setback and death; but in Christ, there is life and the life was the light of men and the light shines in the darkness and darkness did not comprehend it (John 1:4-5). Do not fear but stand still and see the deliverance of the Lord which is accomplished for you today for the Egyptian you see today you will see no more (Ex 14:13). Beyond reasonable doubt, you are not alone; it is God who has made you to be what you are. You are panicking; you are worried because you have not yet seen what God is seeing in you. There is something God is seeing in you which is making Him to keep you alive, you are His battle axe. When your enemies are attacking you, they are receiving failure, whoever God does not kill can never be killed, whoever God does not judge can never be judged.
                       How can I know that the Lord is with me ?
· Because I can see; many people can not see, that is why they cry, open your spiritual eyes and see that when you sleep, it is Him that wakes you up. God is with you, (2Chr 32:1-8),  that is why I am giving you a message of courage,  for you to be bold; a message of assurance that you are not going to die, you are going to make it in the name of Jesus Christ. Today might be bitter either in your marriage, job, family or business, today, God will turn it to sweetness; He will turn things around for you in the name of Jesus Christ.
· Because my past record testifies to it that God is with me. During childhood, some children have suffered from deadly diseases and accidents and have died. Also some mothers died after child birth, but your record shows that you are alive and your children are alive (Ps 129:1-2, 124:1-8). Our past record testifies that our God is with us.
· Because the present record reveals that God is with me. The Lord is with us (Is 60:15). He will make you an eternal excellence, the joy of many generations.

The Lord delivered Elisha and arrested the Syrians, if there is any power coming to attack you, in the way the Syrians were arrested, God will arrest them, He will detain them and sentence them to prison in the name of Jesus Christ. If you have not given your life to Jesus, come to Jesus today; if God is with you, you have to be with Him. Make us to continue with you Lord, make us to live our lives for you, we shall not turn back or look back but we will continue to move forward in the name of Jesus Christ.
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
