        CLEARING THE CLOUD OF UNCERTAINTY

“And he raised up the court all around the tabernacle and the alter, and hung up the screen of the court gate. So Moses finished the work. Then the cloud covered the tabernacle of meeting, and the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle. And Moses was not able to enter the tabernacle of meeting, because the cloud rested above it, and the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle. Whenever the cloud was taken up from above the tabernacle, the children of Israel would go onward in all their journeys. But if the cloud was not taken up, then they did not journey till the day that it was taken up. For the cloud of the Lord was above the tabernacle by day and fire was over it by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all their journeys.” (Exodus 40:33-38)

“Then Esther spoke to Hathach, and gave him a command for Mordecai; ‘All the King’s servants and the people of the king’s provinces know that any man or woman who goes into the inner court to the king, who has not been called, he has but one law; put all to death, except the one to whom the king holds out the golden sceptre, that he may live. Yet I myself have not been called to go in to the king these thirty days.’ So they told Mordecai Esther’s words. And Mordecai told them to answer Esther: ‘Do not think in your heart that you will escape in the king’s palace any more than all the Jews. For if you remain completely silent at this time, relief and deliverance will arise for the Jews from another place, but you and your father’s house will perish. Yet who knows whether you have come to the kingdom for such a time as this?’ Then Esther told them to reply to Mordecai: Go gather all the Jews who are present in Shushan, and fast for me; neither eat or drink for three days, night or day. My maids and I will fast likewise. And so I will go to the king, which is against the law; and if I perish, I perish” (Esther 4:10-16)

Some people have not yet been able to discover that they have a purpose on this earth. The children of Israel were in the wilderness for forty years, God gave them a cloud of glory to guide them during the day, and at night, pillar of light to keep them warm and protect them. You have a purpose and this purpose was not designed by anyone but God who created you. The purpose of man would come to nothing but the purpose of God can not be overthrown (Act 5:35-39). Esther was an orphan but she had God, many times we may have nobody but once we have God, He will commit us into the hands of the person that will nurture us, lift us up and bring us to our promised land (Psalm 27:10) as in the case of Mordecai and Esther.

Some of you are praying for one thing or the other but because it has not yet been done, it means that there is a cloud. The children of Israel chose to take the cloud of uncertainty from the beginning, though they happily received the words given to them by Moses from God, they soon changed their words when Pharaoh dealt with them harshly (Exodus 5:20-22). When the Lord is about to do something great in your life, He makes your problem to be tougher and to aggravate more. Because we are passing through tribulations, turbulence or a lot of attacks do not mean that we have no purpose. Every one that has a purpose must pass through all these problems, if you do not pass through all these persecution; you are yet to go in the way of fulfilling purpose. A purpose will stay down there but you as a man/woman of purpose will take it and make it to reach your destiny and when you reach your destiny, the time for fulfilling the purpose has come. This is the time of attacks, when people doubt their God, or condemn themselves; God called you not because of your righteousness, faithfulness, eloquence or background but He called you because you are nothing and wants to bring something out of nothing, to bless you, to show you as a praise on this earth, to make people to understand that it is not by might nor power, not wisdom but by ‘My spirit’ says the Lord. What the Lord wants to commit into your hands is greater than what you are praying for or your imagination. What eye has not seen, ear has not heard, may the Lord release unusual miracle into your life in the name of Jesus Christ. Before victory, there must be a victim; before testimony, there must be a trial; before miracle there must be a mountain because miracle suppresses mountain. Power must change hands today, things will get better for you today; every cloud of uncertainty, I clear it off from your lives in the name of Jesus Christ. You have to be focussed, looking unto the Lord Jesus Christ, the author and finisher of our faith. The word that you hear from people should not move you, only the word from Jesus Christ should move you. 

It is time to clear the cloud of uncertainty out of your life;

· the cloud that says you will not make it

· the cloud that says you will be rejected

· the cloud that says you will not live half of your days

· the cloud that says you can not shine

You may be in the wilderness now, remember, that the Israelites were in the wilderness for 40 years and their clothes were not worn out. There are some things that are troubling you and frustrating you, do not be afraid but ‘stand still and see the deliverance of the Lord that He will accomplish for you today, for the Egyptians you are seeing today, you shall see them no more’ (Exodus 14:13). To every purpose there is a problem; The Israelites cried and complained against Moses when they could not find water to drink and even when they found water, it was bitter (Exodus 15:22-23). Whatever is happening in your area, do not complain but be focused. Everyone that is confused has lost focus; even when weariness, trouble and frustration make you to feel empty, the word of the Lord says ‘God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in time of trouble, I will not be afraid, though the earth be removed and the mountain be carried into the midst of the sea……and there is a river whose streams shall make glad the city of God’ (Psalm 46:1-4). You are the city of God and you shall be made glad, your river shall not run dry, there shall be shower of blessing and because you have a purpose, the cloud of uncertainty shall be cleared off in the name of Jesus Christ.

The Israelites complained about lack of water, the Lord turned river bitterness to sweetness for the Israelites; they complained of lack of food (Exodus 16:2-3), the Lord brought Manna from heaven; they complained that that they were thirsty (Exodus 17:2-3), the Lord gave them water from the rock. Weeping may endure for a night, joy comes in the morning and you will fulfil purpose, but do not loose focus as this is very dangerous; if you loose focus, enemies may rejoice over you. 

Every road that has been blocked, another road will be opened for you in the name of Jesus Christ. You have a divine purpose and this purpose will be fulfilled in the name of Jesus Christ. Whoever wants to fulfil purpose should not complain as the Israelites did (Num 11:4, 12:1-3, 13:31-33, 16). The Israelites said ‘let us select another leader and return back to Egypt’ (Num 14:4), you shall not return back to the world in the name of Jesus Christ. It is time for you to rise up because you are men and women of purpose. You will rise up to victory, to strength, to success, to glory and blessing in the name of Jesus Christ. You have been brought to wherever you are now because God has a purpose for you.

All that you are going through now is because God is training you and you have to endure it. David left the wilderness and came to the palace, but when the Lord saw that he has not yet got the necessary experience, David was sent back to the wilderness. He was being pursued by Saul though God knew that Saul would not be able to get him. 

Somebody has to step down for you to fulfil purpose in the name of Jesus Christ; If there is a house that you are supposed to enter or a position you are supposed to get or a place you are supposed to enter and someone is sitting there, God will unseat them with His bulldozer in the name of Jesus Christ. There are some difficult and hard prophecies which the Lord has spoken concerning your life, you look at it and say that there are no resources to make it happen.  Mother Sarah at age 90 years was laughing because she said that she has passed the age of child bearing but the Lord worked everything out . He said “My word will not shall not return back to me void, it shall accomplish that which I have sent it to do”            (Is 55:11). Whatever prophecy the Lord has given to you, no matter how difficult it is, I pray for you today that God will work it out for you in the name of Jesus Christ.
