            DANGER OF MAKING AN ENEMY A FRIEND

“And it came to pass, when she pestered him daily with her words and pressed him, so that his soul was vexed to death, that he told her all his heart, and said to her; ‘No razor has ever come upon my head, for I have been a Nazarite to God from my mother’s womb. If I am shaven, then my strength will leave me, and I shall become weak, and be like any other man’ When Delilah saw that he had told her all his heart, she sent and called for the lords of the Philistines saying, “Come up once more, for he has told me all his heart.” So the lords of the philistines came up to her and brought the money in their hand. Then she lulled him to sleep on her knees, and called for a man and had him shave off the seven locks of his head. Then she began to torment him, and his strength left him. And she said, “The Philistines are upon you, Samson!” So he awoke from his sleep, and said, “I will go out as before, at other times, and shake myself free!” But he did not know that the Lord had departed from him. Then the Philistines took him and put out his eyes, and brought him down to Gaza. They bound him with bronze fetters, and he became a grinder in the prison.” (Judges 16:16-21)

     “Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil walks about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour. Resist him, steadfast in the faith, knowing that the same sufferings are experienced by your brotherhood in the world.” (1Peter 5:8-9)

The enemy that a man has can be grouped into three:

1. Your flesh or yourself; a man that wakes up in the morning and does not have any plan deceives himself. The flesh wages war against the spirit and the spirit wages war against the flesh and the fight takes place in the battleground, which is your soul. The flesh does not want you to do the will of God; therefore your flesh is the toughest enemy. This is why Apostle Paul said “ But I discipline my body and bring it into subjection, lest when I have preached to others, I myself should become disqualified.” (1Cor 9:27). If your flesh becomes your friend, it means that you are carnally minded and this is enmity to God, this may lead to death (Rom 8:7-8)

2. Satan: The devil likes to deceive people, promising different things but at the end of the day, he would throw them into everlasting doom. Whoever makes company with the devil should know that he is going for destruction. Everything the devil gives leads to destruction; he is a liar and the father of it (John 8:44, 2Cor 11:13-14, Eph 6:12, 1Chr 21, 2Sam 11:1-5,Gen 16:1-3). The Lord gave us power to trample upon serpent and scorpion (Luke 10:19), because Satan was the old serpent. (Gen 3:1-5, Matt 10:1, Luke 10:1-8, Mark 16:17)

3. Members of your household: People that you are living with and people with whom you are doing things together, those who know you very well; these people may stand as your enemies. Aaron and Miriam rose against Moses (Num 12), Joseph’s brothers also rose against him (Gen 37:18-20)

It is a dangerous thing to make an enemy your friend; one thing that can stop you from accomplishing your purpose is ‘you’. If you believe you will fulfil purpose, then you can make it. (Jer 1:12, Is 55:11, Ps 29:4). You have been given the keys of heaven that what ever you bind on earth shall be bound in heaven and whatsoever you loose on earth shall be loosen in heaven (Matt 18:18-19). You are the enemies of yourself and you need to realise that the devil can not disturb you but you are the one disturbing yourself, because the Lord has given you authority over every power that is standing against your journey, over every power that says you will not accomplish your purpose. When the Lord said that He has given you authority, why can’t you bind, why can’t you decree disaster and confusion into the camp of your enemies. The power of the highest is backing you up (Matt 28:20,Matt 14:18); so it is time for you to rise up to your victory, time to rise up to your blessing, time to rise up to your advancement.

Who is that person who is disturbing you? who is that person that is tying you down (Zech 4:4); it is time for you to loosen yourself. You are looking at your vision and wondering when it is going to be accomplished, you need to realise that you are on this earth to make it and you need to use your potentials for mankind. Do you know that there might be some people that the Lord has tied to your vision, so if you lose your vision today, this generation may suffer, your family may suffer. Today is a day to rise and stand against all those enemies that are standing against you, for the Lord is with you (Is 8:10)

There is no other friend that you have than Jesus Christ  (John15:14, John 15:13) you need to terminate all your enemies today because the Lord is your keeper, your provider, your joy and protector; until you take your mind from men supporting your life, you will not be able to support yourself by yourself. (Gen 3:19,Ps 37:25). The Lord who made the mouth of a fish to become a bank will release His treasure for you in the name of Jesus Christ.

Samson started falling before Delilah caused him to fall. Samson was a Nazarite who was not allowed to touch a dead body, must not drink alcohol and must not shave his hair but when he killed the lion in Timnah, he touched the dead body, took fermented honey which had already become alcoholic (Judges 14). There are some people that the Lord wants to use but he won’t use them because they would a disgrace to His kingdom.

Delilah came to Samson’s life with a mission; there are some people who are close to you today because they have a mission; not everyone that is smiling with you loves you. Pray to the Lord before you choose a friend, understand what their purpose is; there are some people who need to be terminated from your life; because if the roadblock is not clear, there is no way out. It doesn’t matter what it will cost you or the suffering that is there (Rom 8:18)

You have been praying to God for some things, the Lord’s ear is not heavy that He cannot hear you nor His hand shortened that He cannot save but our iniquities have separated us from God.

Today is a day to ask yourself ‘what is affecting your life? The Lord is able to create a new thing in your life, He is able to transform your life, He is able to make a new office for you, the Lord is able to make you a head and not the tail, He is able to change your direction. God wants you to excel but what is disturbing you is that if your enemies are your friends.

When you make your enemies your friends, there is danger.

1. The first thing that you should be expecting is that you will be arrested. Samson was arrested as he felt into Delilah’s hands. People that are your enemies do not behave as your enemies; devil can plan for many years before he carries out his assignment. Many of you should have graduated spiritually, but the person whom you are talking to is the adversary of your life

2. You may be bound

3. You may lose your sight; this may not necessarily be physical blindness but spiritual blindness, when you cannot see your journey or future anymore.

4. You will be detained; Samson was detained

5. You will be mocked; Samson was mocked 

The Lord Jesus Christ wants you to prosper, why not take that opportunity today to be rich. 

There is danger when you make an enemy your friend; Delilah became a friend but she knew her mission. You must know what you are doing, you must plan for tomorrow, plan for your children as you will give an account of them to God. Let a new thing begin to take place in your life and the Lord who knows that you are here for a purpose will do something great in your life. Samson thought Delilah was his friend but she was an enemy; Have self-control; Be watchful of the person who is supporting you now as some people are supporting you in order to kill you.
