                      IS GOD TIRED OF ME? 
               “The spirit of the Lord is upon Me, 

                 Because He has anointed Me 

                To preach the gospel to the poor; 

                He has sent Me to heal the broken hearted,

               To proclaim liberty to the captives,
              And recovery of sight to the blind,

              To set at liberty those who are oppressed;

              To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord.”
Then He closed the book, and gave it back to the attendant and sat down. And the eyes of all who were in the synagogue were fixed on Him.

And He began to say to them, “Today this scripture is fulfilled in your hearing.” (Luke 4:18-21)
God is not tired of you and He will never forget you or His promise for you (Is. 49:14-15)  You may change your programme but God does not change His promise (Is 42:8, 46:5&9, 40:18&25, Mal.3:6). If God is tired of you He will not say “call unto Me” (Jer.33:3, 29:12-13, Ps 50:15) or say “ask and it shall be given” (Matt.7:7, John 16:24,14:14). God will arise and look unto you favourably (Ps.102:13, Lev.26:9, 1Cor.2:9, Rom 8:28).When you have tried all methods and systems, but have failed, God will stand for you in the name of Jesus Christ. Whatever we ask in His name, He does it; and because  you have Jesus as the connecting ladder (Eph.2:18, John 14:6) God cannot be tired of you and His promise for you stands. May the Lord give you the grace to stand in the name of Jesus Christ. 
“The harvest is past, the summer is ended and we are not saved” ( Jer. 8:20). What has gone wrong? There are some things in our lives that should have gone into retirement. 
 God is not tired of you but He is tired of those things that should have gone into retirement, which you are still polishing. 
1. Tradition; There are some things that you are doing and you think you are pleasing God but they are tradition. For example, coming to church without fulfilling the will of God is tradition, you are holding the bible as a matter of tradition but what is inside the bible is not in your life. (Gal 1:11-15). Going to church on Sundays to some people is a tradition  Some Christians are so hostile worse than some unbelievers, some of you are connected in the church, yet you still gather yourselves against the church. Do you have the characters of Christ? Are you doing what the Lord asks  you to do? Remember that  God is not mocked (Luke 16:15). Let people see Christ in you; though you may believe in fasting and prayer for breakthrough (Mark 9:29) but it is the grace of God that accomplishes (Jer.9:23-24).
2. There are some files that should have been closed which you are still opening (1Cor 6:9). God does not dwell in unholy places: stealing money and paying tithes from such money does not bring blessing, drinking or offering alcohol to friends brings God’s judgement (Habb.2:15). File of unforgiving spirit should be closed; if you do not forgive others, God will not forgive you (Luke 11:4, Eph 4:32, Ps 130:3-4), file of hatred should also be closed (1John 4:8), be at peace with one another (Heb 12:14). 
3. Giving the word of God another meaning; Do not replace the word of God with your own words, When you talk, let the word of God back it up (Joshua 1:8, Ps 1:1-3 ).  Reverence His words and whatever the word says, that is what you should do. Give the word of God the right place to live in your life (2Chr 5:13-14); when the word is not in our lives, there is nothing to receive, refrain from using idle words which do not glorify God (idle parables and proverbs).
4. Let struggling go into retirement (Phil.4:5-6). Let anxiety go to rest otherwise you will be tired.
5. Giving the place of God to men must go into retirement: Fix your eyes on Jesus Christ (Ps 123:1-2, Heb 12:2). The moment you cross over and you look unto Jesus Christ, He beautifies your life. Do not depend on people but God  (Is 40:6-8, Ps 90:5) 
Today, I want you to pray that God should take away anything, of shame, curse, drunkenness, smoking, gambling, whatever is still existing in your life that is not of God, that does not glorify God, tell God to take away errors, to separate you from unfriendly friends,  to mould you, to set you  free from anything that can destroy your life.
