                     MY HEART’S DESIRE

“May the Lord answer you in the day of trouble; may the name of the God of Jacob defend you; may He send you help from the sanctuary, and strengthen you out of Zion: may He remember all your offerings, and accept your burnt sacrifice. May He grant you according to your heart’s desire, and fulfil all your purpose. We will rejoice in your salvation, and in the name of our God we will set up our banners! May the Lord fulfil all your petitions” (Ps 20:1-5)

“The King shall have joy in Your strength, O Lord; and in your salvation how greatly shall he rejoice! You have given him his heart’s desire’ and have not withheld the request of his lips.” (Ps 21:1-2)

You must understand that everyone on this earth, either you are born into a rich or poor family, everyone has a heart’s desire. Our hearts desire many things but there are many plans in a man’s heart, nevertheless only the counsel of God, that will stand (Prov 19:21) Many times we want our heart’s desire to be done compulsorily but when you do not walk according to God’s plan, your heart’s desire may not be granted (1John 5:14)

There are three important ways by which God grants people’s heart desires;

1. If they act according to His will (Luke 11:2). When God says this is what He wants to do and you ask accordingly, it will be granted. 

2. When people are asking Him what they want to happen in their lives but not according to His will, He grants it so that His name will be glorified. If people are attacking you too much, it is done so that His name will not be blasphemed (Ezek 20:9, Ps 115:1-3) 

3. If we have mounted pressure upon His kingdom then He grants some desires. When pressure was mounted upon Samuel, God granted them a King.

When God grants your heart’s desire according to His purpose, it makes life easy. Jesus Christ prayed ‘if it is possible let this cup pass me by but not according to my will but let your will be done’ All the things that Jesus Christ received, He received with joy (affliction) because God was in it. There is no disadvantage when God does His work in His way though the time may tarry but wait for it (Hab 2:2-3).

When God grants desire that is not according to His plan in order to glorify His name, though the desire comes to pass, it might not be to the level which it is supposed to be because you did not wait for God’s own time.

When God grants you your heart desire because you are mounting pressure on God, He will give you your heart’s desire and also give you a choice to make; the Lord was with Saul in the beginning but because God did not have a plan to give them a king at that time, He was not God’s choice but people’s choice, so Saul did not perform well. Also when Apostle Paul insisted that he would go to Jerusalem despite warning from prophet Agabus, because God asked him to go, he went and he was arrested (Acts 21). We all desire good things: favour, victory, success for ourselves and our children. There was a spirit of confusion in Paul, probably Paul would have done greater than he did.

There are three important things in people’s lives;

1. Everyone wants to prosper; God delights in the prosperity of His people, (Ps 118:25. Ps 35:27). When you think about prosperity for yourself, you are thinking according to the will of God. God says that He is ready to prosper you but what are you going to do with your prosperity? God will never give you money that will make you to become a god (Daniel 3:1). King Solomon prospered, the Lord gave him all his heart’s desire but he loved foreign women which was against the will of God and forgot his God. (1Kings 11). God does not look at your outward appearance but your heart before He prospers you. Everyone desires to prosper, but when you get your prosperity or position, what are you going to do with it? Are you going to oppress, manipulate, destroy, disturb, fight or afflict people? Do not fight because of a property, do not kill people because of position or because of your heart’s desire, it might not be the way you are thinking that God wants to do it, when you are disappointed, God knows what He is doing. God is God of compensation, if you have disappointed people, you have to pray until you receive forgiveness because until then everything you are doing may be faced with disappointment and God would lift up the people you have disappointed. Every disappointment is a blessing, this can be confirmed in the book of Romans (Rom 8:28), every disappointment which you have received will be turned to a new appointment in the name of Jesus Christ. (Ps 27:13)

2. Everybody desires to settle down: every man/woman at a maturity age will desire to get married. If you don’t have that desire in your heart to settle down, you probably need deliverance (Matt 19:4). The Lord made both male and female (Gen 1:28) but there are some criteria to follow if you want to settle down according to the will of God. 

      Men;

· If you want to settle according to your heart’s desire, God will give you a princess not just a woman that you will dishonour.

· God will not give you a princess that you can not support or be able to take the whole care of, every woman has her own honour and dignity. Adam was the one that would go and till the ground, not Eve; Father Abraham was the one who possessed that riches not his wife; Isaac and Jacob did the same thing, so you the children of Jacob must do the same thing. Before you go into marriage, first pray and think properly, if you can not supply for your household better wait until you can do so. A house that is spiritually built can not be demonically destroyed; women may be hostile at home if they have no money.

       Women;

·  Every son is a prince, a royal and God will not give you a husband that  you will not be submissive to. Some women have spirit of Jezebel, dictating spirit, manipulating spirit, controlling spirit, domineering spirit; they want to rule over the house, if their husbands do not dance to their tune, there is no peace at home. If you have not yet got a husband and you have these in your heart, you still have a long way to go. If you can not submit yourself under the authority of your husband, God will never give you His own prince. There might be argument at home or further deliberation, we may reason together but if we can not agree on a point, you have to dance to your husband’s tune. In heaven God will not ask from you as a wife what you have done to your husband but He will ask from your husband because he is the head of the family and the head can never become the tail. You may only have an idea about marriage, but marriage is a vision of its own being committed into the hands of man. The man is the one who knows where he is leading you; you are to guide, support and back him up.

· You must change your appearance; God blesses those He calls so that they can match the standard, you need a husband, you must dress well, God does not want you to look haggard. There is no one who does not admire beauty, look after your self. Position yourself and God will make you happy in the name of Jesus Christ.

Everyone desires to settle down, may the Lord settle you in every area; spiritually, financially, numerically, emotionally in the name of Jesus Christ.
