               THERE IS MORE TO COME

“Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us. Unto him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus throughout all ages, word without end. Amen” (Eph 3:20-21) KJV
One of the first things I wanted to know when I first became a Christian was to find out ‘what is God able to do?’

   Some of the things God is able to do:

· Whatever His word says He is able to do. (2Tim1:12, Prov16:3, Jude v2-4,Heb 7:25, Dan 3:17) I don’t care what you are faced with, I don’t care how tough or impossible the situation looks, God is able to deliver from the fiery furnace of life. You may be looking forward to meeting something or somebody in your office or at home, you may be going for an important interview; know this that God is able to save you from that thing. He is able to save your soul from death, your eyes from tears and your feet from falling. So, God is able to do whatever his word says He is able to do.
· God is able to do today, anything He has ever done before. If there is a record of anything God has ever done before, He can to do it again. (Malachi 3:6, Ps 102:27, Heb 13:8)

· God is able to do for you anything He has ever done for someone else. God is no respecter of persons (Acts 10:34). If you need something that God has ever done for someone, never feel that He may never do it for you. Has He ever made a barren woman to be a mother of children? Then your case is not incurable; if God has done something for someone, then it is an indication that you can also expect that your own is on the way.
· God is able to do what man can not do: the fact that your doctors, your lawyers or your financial advisers say ‘it is impossible’ does not make it impossible. (Luke 1:37, Matt 19:26, Num 19:23, Ps 118:8-9, John 14:18, Heb 13:5-6)  With God nothing is impossible and God is not a man, He is greater than men; it is better to put your trust in God than in man, the best of men will fail you.
· God is able to do whatever He has promised. If God has ever made a promise to you, expect a performance. (Heb 10:23) When God made a promise to Mary, mother of Jesus, that she was going to have a baby, the bible tells us ‘blessed is she that believeth for there shall be a performance of those things which were told her by God’. (Luke 1:45)
· God is able to do whatever His word tells us to ask Him. ( Eph 3:20, Matt 7:7)

· God is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think. Most Christians stop at the above six things and this is why you see some people receive something different from what others receive. The problem has never been ability on God’s side, as far as He is concerned, He is able to surpass what you ask of Him. Many Christians are not enjoying or getting all that they can enjoy or get from God, but they are just getting basic or essential things or all there is to get from God. Some people may be members of the church but you do not see the effects of what their membership of that church is to them, no fruits (Matt 7:16-17). 

                    Do not limit God to what you can ask

                   His ability exceeds what you can ask or think
                  His ability is greater, higher and mightier than what He did yesterday

                 If you meet God’s condition, He will exceed what He promised you

                He will exceed what He did for somebody else

              He will exceed what His words has spoken to you that you can ask

What God is saying is that the problem is not the ability, but your own willingness and cooperation. There is more than this; there are heights, deeper dimensions, higher manifestations and wonderful realms in God that eyes have not yet seen. The fact that your eyes have not seen it does not mean that it does not exist (1Cor 2V 9, is 64:4). God can do extra ordinary things but most of the time, that is not what many Christians experience. Ministers and individuals get to a point and they do not seem to hunger for higher things when God is willing to do exceedingly above all that they can ask or think.
Why is God willing to do exceedingly, abundantly above all that we ask for?
1. Because He loves us (Rom 5:8, Rom 8:32, Eph 2:4, Eph 1:6, John 13:1, 1John 3:1). Today, you are celebrating having one house, one store, thanking God for 34 churches; but there is more because God loves us. 
2. Because you are special: You have no duplicate, you are special (1Pet 2:9, Deut 7:6, Deut 14:2, Exude 19:5, Ps 135:4). Today, we are celebrating, we should not just consider what God has done in times past but we should look ahead (Heb 13:14). The blue print of God tells us that we are not there yet, you have to see it before you see it; there is more to come because you are special. You should not work or walk with inferiority complex.
3. Because He wants to do it for us, through us and in us. This is to attract attention from those who do not know Him; God wants to use you as a commercial advertisement to bring people to the saving knowledge of Christ. Because of what God will do in your lives, heathens will be attracted in the name of Jesus Christ (Matt 9:8)
4. Because God is a good God and He wants you to have a good life. Some people have wrong opinion about God which He wants to correct (Ps119:68). God said, ‘let there be…..’(Gen 1:3, 6, 9, 11) and He saw that it was good and He approved it (Gen 1:4, 10, 12). God saw that it was not good for man to be alone and He quickly rectified the condition. 
God said that He is willing to do exceedingly, abundantly above all that you ask or think I am able to do but it is going to be according to the power that works inside you. What determines what you get is not God, who determines what you get is not the devil, what determines what you get is not the country where you live in or the circumstance in which you are in; what determines what you get is the power that is working in you. Many people try to change the outside but it is the inside which needs changing; when you change inside, outside will change (2Cor 4:16, 5:17, Ezek 11:19, 18:31). Inside you is where the job starts (Phil 1:6, Ps 138:8, Phil 2:13), so there is more if work from the inside. Your moves and labour may be okay but what commands blessing is the heart (Act 13:22, 1 Sam 13:14, Ps 51:10); what will determine your fruits in life is the heart with which you back up your service. 

You need to examine your heart today because that is where you connect with God; if the power inside you is not working properly inside, the results will not be there.
How do you get the power of God to work inside you?
1. You must remove everything that is not allowing the proper work of God’s power inside us; hatred, lying, gossiping, backbiting, unforgiveness, laziness, complacency, all of these things choke the power of God. Personal goals and ambition of people can work against the free flow of God’s power (Prov 25:4, 2Tim 2:21). At times, our fellowship may not do well, not because people are bad but because there are certain things there that we need to deal with (Song of Sol 2:15). We need to deal with the things that do not allow the power of God to work properly, otherwise those things may prevent us from entering into the next level due to intimidation (job, house, position, title, some friendship etc)
2. You must believe: You have to believe before you see it (Ps 27:13). All things are possible to him that believe (John 6:47, Heb 11:6, Luke 17:19, Mark 5:34, Matt 13:16). You must believe for blessed is he that believeth for there shall be a performance.

3. You need to do exceedingly, abundantly above all that God ask or think of you: There is a way by which you can move God’s hands; by giving, by paying your tithes, knowing that is more blessed to give than to receive (Gal 6:7, Hosea 10:12, Acts 20:35). You need to pray more, fast more and read the word of God more this year; if you do exactly what you did last year, this year can not be better than last year.
4. You must get into a state of expectancy: You must be expectant for those things in your life which you have waited for but have not been cleared away. This is the day which the Lord has made; you should rejoice and be glad in it.

Prayer; I prophecy into your life that from today, the next 90days, be expectant for;

· The Lord shall send his angels to the utmost part of the earth

· The Lord will touch men and organisation for you

· The Lord will change the course of events for you

· The Lord will raise up men and women for you

· The Lord will intervene in exceedingly terrible cases

· The Lord will lift you out of a miry clay

· The Lord will clear the road for you

· The Lord of open doors will open doors for you

· The Lord of victory will create victory for you
· The Lord of deliverance will deliver you

Blessing 
In the next 70 days there shall be accelerated performance and miracles in the name of Jesus Christ. This is your set time and you will not miss out your time in the name of Jesus Christ.  You will not fail or falter in this season in the name of Jesus Christ. When people have laid down their rod, God is laying down His rod and the rod of God will swallow them; husbands and wives will come, new jobs and promotion will come. You will enter into the dimension of God’s visitation; God will visit you, He will touch you, He will fill you to overflowing state and you will never be the same again in the name of Jesus Christ.
